2. USEFUL INFORMATION

2A. HOW TO DRIVE TO KPU

· from the main railway station (Dworcowa Street): 

· to Bełzy Street - bus no. 54 and next tram no. 4 or no. 8 

· to Piotrowskiego Street - bus no. 54, 

· to Warminskiego Street - walk straight down Dworcowa Street and turn right

· from the main bus station (Jagiellońska Street): 

· to Bełzy Street - tram no. 4 or no.8, 

· to Piotrowskiego Street - turn left next walk straight down Jagiellonska Street (short way) and turn right

· to Warminskiego Street - tram no. 8.

2B. ACCOMMODATION

The school does not have its own students’ dormitory. For students from outside of Bydgoszcz it provides assistance in arranging accommodation in school dormitories and in private lodgings located in the centre of the city.

2C. HEALTH SERVICE

Students benefit from the medical care on a general level. They can use health services at the School Health Centre (Przychodnia Akademicka) where located are surgeries of general practitioners and of specialists (ENT specialist, neurologist, gynecologist, psychiatrist, oculist, and occupational medicine doctor). Students in the first and third year in the Pedagogy Faculty have to undergo an obligatory periodical preventive check-up. To be able to benefit from the university health service students have to possess a health booklet issued by the dean’s offices.

2D. INSURANCE

Students can benefit from having the insurance against consequences of casualties when paying the fee according to the option chosen by the community of students at the beginning of the academic year. Students should inquire individually all matters concerning their insurance at the University Financial Service.

2E. FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

Students from both full–time and part-time studies at the Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz are entitled to benefits within the budget issued by the Ministry of Education and Sport. The benefits are as follows:

- social grants

- special grants for people with disabilities

- scholarships for achievements in sport and learning

- allowances

- grants for food

- grants for accommodation

- Minister’s scholarships for outstanding results in education or sport.

The scholarships are granted by the University Grant Committee according to the university regulations concerning awarding financial help to students of full time and extramural studies from KPU in Bydgoszcz. The applications should be hand in at the Scholarship and Financial Aid.

In the academic year 2008/2009 SOCIAL GRANTS can be given to students whose income per person in the family does not exceed 572 zl net, what is more, its amount depends on the amount of the income per person in the family. In order to obtain social grant it is necessary to submit an application form along with documents proving the family income to the University Grant Committee until the 20th of October 2008.

SPECIAL GRANTS FOR PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES are for students who have small, medium or considerable degree of disability. When applying for it students need to present the appropriate medical certificate.

In the academic year 2008/2009 SCHOLARSHIPS FOR ACHIEVEMENTS IN LEARNING are automatically given to students who have achieved a grade average of 4.30 and higher. The amount of scholarship depends on the grade average. Students who attend the Master’s Degree Course, but did not received their Bachelor’s Degree at the KPU should apply for the scholarship if having the grade average 4.50 and above.

ALLOWANCES are awarded to the students with difficult financial situation. When applying for it students have to present the appropriate documents.

GRANTS FOR FOOD are rewarded to students whose suffer from difficult financial situation. When applying for it students have to present the appropriate documents.

GRANTS FOR ACCOMMODATION are for students who find commuting from their permanent place of residence to school difficult or impossible. When applying for it students have to present the appropriate documents.

SCHOLARSHIPS FROM THE MINISTER OF NATIONAL EDUCATION AND SPORT rewarded for outstanding achievements in studies are aimed at students with distinctive results and achievements in their studies. The scholarships for outstanding achievements in sport are aimed at students who have achieved high sport results in the country or international competitions. When applying for it students have to present the appropriate documents.

The students of the Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz can also apply for other scholarships designed for students of higher schools including:

· a special grant for people with disabilities awarded by the National Fund of Rehabilitation of the Disabled,

· a scholarship awarded by the Council of the Province for outstanding achievements in

studies or in sport activity.

The above-mentioned institutions determine the rules of obtaining these grants. KPU has also founded scholarships for educational achievements (from its own finance resources) for students who have graduated from a secondary school with a high grade average and for the student with remarkable achievements who do not have a gap year between the Bachelor’s and Master’s Course.

2F. FACILITIES FOR STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES 

Disabled students (blind, hard of seeing and hearing) can have their classes and lectures  recorded, are allowed to individually choose required reading and  take individual examinations. 

Facilities for disabled students include a special driveway at 2 Władysława Bełzy Street, an adapted toilet facility and a lift in the building in 12-14 Piotrowskiego Street.

2G. COST OF LIVING

Monthly cost of living amounts to aproximately 1300 zł (PLN).

· renting a multiple – occupancy room in a dormitory about 100-250 zl per month

· renting a room – about 200-800 zl per month

· renting a flat (studio) – about 450-1500 zl per month + utilities

· meal in a dormitory – about 5-15 zl

· “fast food” – about 6 – 20 zl

· meal in the restaurant serving cheap meals – about 7 – 20 zl

· public transport tickets – 2,20 zl normal, 1,10 zl reduced

The average price of basic groceries in local shops (the prices in small private shops are higher whereas the prices in supermarkets are usually lower):

· milk – 1,8 - 2,6 zl/liter

· beer – 1,80 – 3,50 zl for 1 bottle (0,5 liter)

· cheese – 18 zl/kilo

· white cheese – 3 zl/200 grams

· butter – 3 zl/200 grams

· corn flakes – 1,5 - 5zl/250 grams

· apples – about 3 zl/kilo

· yoghurt – from 0,90 gr/125 grams

The Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz Library holds a collection of 25 thousand books and about 64 titles of journals that students can use on the library premisses or borrow according to the established rules. A computer system makes the use of library resources much easier.

The library also possesses a multimedia collection of audio and video cassettes and CD-ROMs. Additionally, a catalogue of alumni students` theses has been launched.

The library collects specialist literature in such fields as philology, sociology, pedagogy, psychology, history, law and administration as well as economy and computer studies. 

In the reading room there are 10 computers with access to the Internet. All students from the Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz can use them during library open hours.

An absolute advantage is the Publishing House of Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz which is also located in the premisses of the library. Among the objectives of the Publishing House of Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz are: promoting the results of the scientific research of the school’s employees, publishing textbooks, monographies, corporate works and other scientific case studies. The library collects the publications of the Publishing House.
