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1. INFORMATION ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY

1A. HISTORICAL OUTLINE

Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz is a NON-STATE INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION, founded on the basis of the permit granted by the Minister of National Education on September 13th, 2000 (MNE script no. DNS-1-0145-572/EKO/2000) and was listed in the non-state vocational higher schools register in the position 51/2000. The school has a legal entity and is a non- profit institution.

KPU runs a higher studies for a bachelor’s degree (licencjat), an engineering degree (studia inżynierskie) as well as a master`s degree (magisterium), available both as full-time and part-time studies. KPU also organizes postgraduate studies. 

Over 4 thousand students are educated at the moment in the following faculties and majors: Economics (specialty: Enterprise Economics; Economics and Organization in Gastronomy and Hotel Management; Food Management Economics, Business Computing), Administration and International Relations - major Administration (specialty: Public Administration; Real Estate Administration; Public Security; Protection of Persons and Property) and major International Relations (specialty: International Politics and Diplomacy; Economic International Affairs; International Journalism); Pedagogy (specialty: Social-Cultural Animation; Pedagogical Gerontology; Pedagogy; Psychological-Pedagogy; Revalidation Pedagogy – Oligophrenopedagogy; Personal and Professional Counselling; Care and Education with Addiction Prevention; Resocialization and Social Prevention; Defensive Education); Modern Languages - majors English Studies, Russian Philology; Technology – major: Geodesy and Cartography.
KPU has obtained the approval of the National Accreditation Board in the field of schedules and the teaching staff in all faculties and specialties.

The founders of KPU in Bydgoszcz are Helena and Roman Czakowski.

 The first rector of the school was prof. dr hab. Jan Jakóbowski (2000/2003). This function was taken over by prof. dr hab. inż. Włodzimierz Jabłoński in the academic year 2003/2004.

KPU has started its educational activity in March 2001, when it recruited 80 students for the Public Administration major. Following the permit granted by the Minister of National Education other specializations, among them: Public Administration, Care and Education with Addiction Prevention, Resocialization and Social Prevention, were open in the academic year 2001/2002. It was in this year when the amount of students had increased to around 600.

As a result of next recruitments a number of students at KPU in the following years has significantly increased:

· in 2002 – about 1000 students,

· in 2003 – almost 1700 students,

· in 2004 – about 2100 students,

· in 2005 – about 3000 students,

· in 2006 – almost 4000 students,

· in 2007 – more than 5000 students.

· in 2008 – about 5500 students

KPU has started its activity in the academic year 2001/2002 in the building at 3 Dr. Emila Warmińskiego Street. There you could have found the Rector’s Office, the main library and reading rooms, university’s financial service office, a hall, lecture rooms, computer laboratories and a students’ club.

The significant development took place in the academic year 2002/2003 when two faculties were created: Administration and Pedagogy. The first location of the Administration Faculty was in the building at 3 Dr. Emila Warmińskiego Street, whereas the Pedagogy Faculty was moved to the building at 2 Witolda Bełzy Street, which was bought and modernized for the needs of school.

In 2005 the Faculty of Economics was created and located in a modern building specially adapted for the people with disabilities at 12-14, Piotrowskiego Street. The Administration Faculty was also moved there.

In academic year 2006/2007 the Administration Faculty has changed its name. Since March 2006 faculty’s name is as follows: “Administration and International Relations”. The change was a result of creating a new major, namely: “International Relations”.

There is currently being built a modern campus in Toruńska Street, which will include buildings for educational as well as administrative purposes, a university junior staff accommodation building, a student house and sports facilities. The first part of the campus was open in June 2008 and at the moment hosts the Faculties of Pedagogy, Technology and Modern Languages. The new building is accessible to the disabled students.

The faculty deans set a detailed schedule for the final examinations. The classes and lectures for the full-time students are held from Monday to Friday. Depending on the special circumstances that may be stipulated by the teaching staff, some lectures might be planned on Saturday and / or Sunday.

Although classes and lectures for part-time students are normally conducted in two-day Saturday and Sunday sessions, in some cases a three-day session including Friday might be organized. There is no a separate examination session for the part-time studies. Due to the blocking of particular subjects (mainly examination subjects), a credit should be given no later than in 30 days time from finishing the classes of a given subject (including examination).

2C. RULES OF ADMISSION TO STUDIES

The KPU Senate formulates systematically the rules of admission for each academic year. In the academic year 2008/2009 the final date for delivering all the necessary documents is the 30-th of September. The order of the received applications determines an admission of a candidate.

Documents required for all specialties at the BA studies are as follows:

· an application form (available at the deans` offices and online on the KPU website) 

· a Polish – school leaving examination certificate (stara matura) or both a school report from the last year of the high school and a Polish – school leaving examination certificate (nowa matura) – in both cases an original and a copy given by the high school will be accepted

· Bachelor’s Diploma (when applying for the MA courses)

· a medical certificate confirming the ability to study,

· four passport – size photos (45 mm X 35 mm, three – quarter profile with the visible left ear),

· an electronic version of the photo (used for the student’s card),

· a photocopy of the page 1 and 2 of the ID, (an ID must be shown while submitting the documents),

· a photocopy of the service papers, (must be shown while submitting the documents),

· a confirmation of the registration payment paid into the KPU account or in the KPU cashier’s office.

The student government plays an essential part in the students` community life at KPU. It informs systematically about its activity. ACADEMIC CAREER OFFICE


Academic Career Office at KPU was created in 2003 and as a member of the All-Poland Association of Career’s Offices carries out its mission according to appropriate regulations. Office functions in the frame KPU administration structure as its integral element. According to the labor market needs career offices are currently created at almost all universities. KPU takes care of our students` professional life by providing career service for them. The School Career Office is of use to students while choosing the sector in which they would like to find a job and develop their career. The main aim of the Academic Career Office is to prepare students for entering the labor market and function effectively in its frames.


School Career Office among other things includes supporting students who look for a job by creating the information base for them and about them. Office carries out various forms of active job research, training courses and internships for students. Office provides the knowledge about new professions and professional branches, as well as opportunities of the further professional and academic development (courses, internships, postgraduate studies, studies in Poland and abroad).

STUDENTS` NEWSPAPER AND RADIO


 From 2008 there is a new opportunity for students to join specialist workshops concerning radio and newspaper journalism. The workshops are led by the Inter – Faculty Laboratory of Journalism (Międzywydziałowa Pracownia Ćwiczeń Dziennikarskich). As a result of the students` participation in the workshops the articles will be published in the students` magazine and programmes broadcast in the students` radio. The activity of Laboratory is aimed at developing students` interest in social, economical, political and cultural events. The Laboratory will also focus on improving journalistic writing skills, critical analysis of the various types of texts, gathering and editing information. 

MAIN LIBRARY AND READING ROOM

The Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz Library holds a collection of 25 thousand books and about 80 titles of journals that students can use on the library premises or borrow according to the established rules. A computer system makes the use of library resources much easier.

The library also possesses a multimedia collection of audio and video cassettes and CD-ROMs. Additionally, a catalogue of alumni students` theses has been launched.

The library collects specialist literature in such fields as philology, sociology, pedagogy, psychology, history, law and administration as well as economy and computer studies. 

In the reading room there are 10 computers with the access to the Internet. All students from the Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz can use them during library open hours.


An absolute advantage is the Publishing House of Kujawy and Pomorze University in BYDGOSZCZ, which is also located in the premises of the library. Among the objectives of the Publishing House of Kujawy and Pomorze University in Bydgoszcz are: promoting the results of the scientific research of the school’s employees, publishing textbooks, monographies, corporate works and other scientific case studies. The library collects the publications of the Publishing House.
